Eligibility Criteria

1.

The application in English shall be submitted online no later than 30 November
2021, 23:59:59 CET.

The project or initiative, subject of the application, should be either fully
implemented or should be in a sufficiently mature state for the jury to assess it.
The project or initiative must clearly refer to only one of the three categories
and cannot be used in more than one category.

The applicant may apply with maximum one project/initiative per category by
completing separate online application forms.

ISTER IBP Awards are focused outside the ISTER consortium and project
partners cannot participate in the competition.
